Ala Costa Centers is a non-profit organization which serves children and adults with intellectual and developmental
disabilities since 1972. We are looking for innovative, progressive individuals to instruct and support students in a
center-based, community- oriented after-school program for students ages 5-22 with developmental disabilities.
Our sites are located in North Berkeley and Alameda. After the students' school day, they attend our program
between 2pm-6pm for activities oriented towards social and recreational development. Full-day sessions are
planned during seasonal school breaks that take place from 9am- 6pm.Staff are expected to support and engage
with students respectfully, with the goal of reinforcing lifeskills that enable them to be independent and
empowered.

Job Responsibilities:

Staff members will instruct and provide support both on-site and in the community. They will lead activities that
support the development of life skills such as cooking, money management, social interaction, self-advocacy, travel
training, recreational skills and pre-vocational skills. This position requires leadership and innovation. Staff are
provided with training and a program structure, as well as the opportunity to develop their own activities that
serve their students. Since some of our clients are young, the position requires occasional assistance in hygiene,
including using the bathroom.
